1. GENERAL 

¶ This race weekend has been approved by the Rocky 

Mountain Division RE’s as a Multiple Points Event 

towards the Rocky Mountain Division Regional 

Championship.  As such the Rio Grande Region has 

created the Western Sprints X3.  Two (2) full length 

Regional races on Sat and one on Sunday.  Each 

Regional race will earn Regional points towards the 

Rocky Mountain Division Regional Championship.   

¶ The Saturday second race will invert the top 5 rows of 

the grid to allow more competition to all participants. 

A. The organizers reserve the right to refuse entry and/or 

issuance of credentials to the premises or event for any 

reason except race, color, creed, sex, or national origin. 

B. The organizers reserve the right to postpone, abandon or 

cancel the event, or any part of the event. Entry fees will be 

refunded to those offered no opportunity to compete. GCR 

3.2.1 

C. Alcohol may not be consumed on the premises until the 

last car in the last group is off the track at the end of the day. 

NOTE: During the Sandia Motorsports Oval Racing Saturday 

Night NO consumption of alcohol is allowed in the pits.  

Allowed areas will be the Dinner area only. 

D. Any test day or session not on the official schedule is not 

sanctioned by SCCA and is NOT COVERED BY SCCA 

INSURANCE. 

E. The racecourse is closed to all motorized traffic until 7:00 

a.m.  Saturday morning unless express permission from the 

Chief Steward or his/her designee has been received. 

F. Every participant must display proper credentials at all 

times. 

G. Race Control uses radio frequencies 466.5875 MHz and 

468.3125 MHz. All participants, drivers or teams must avoid 

these frequencies. 

H. Permanent numbers are assigned through the Rocky 

Mountain Division Numbering Program. Temporary numbers 

are on a first-come, first-serve basis and are subject to race 

group configuration. 

I. Track rides may be available at the discretion of the Chief 

Steward, in conjunction with Race Administration. 

J. Rio Grande Region accepts all SCCA-listed sanctioning body 

competition licenses to compete in its regional club racing 

events. GCR 3.1.5.C 

 

2. REGISTRATION 

A. Chief Registrar is Ann Hickey, anniedew@msn.com, 3930 S. 

Bannock St., Englewood, CO 80110, 303-475-5330. On-line 

registration will be available at: www.motorsportreg.com. 

Telephone registration is not accepted for any Rio Grande 

Region event. 

B. An entry consists of the combination of one driver and one 

car within the same class. A shared or team entry, whereby 

two drivers share a car (one driver per day) must register as 

such and will be charged the weekend rate, without 

additional driver fees. A change in any entry after the start of 

an event requires re-registering and may involve additional 

fees. 

C. A $30.00 fee will be assessed on returned checks 

/bankcards. 

D. Online registration will close at midnight of the Sunday 

prior to the event unless extended by the Chief Registrar. A 

$50.00 late fee may be assessed after registration closes. 
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E. Refunds will be considered by the Chief Registrar for cars 

that have not been on the racing surface as verified by the 

Chief of T & S. Requests must be submitted to the Chief 

Registrar before the end of the event, or within 10 calendar 

days of the event. 

F. SCCA requires Photo I.D. for all licensed members. GCR 

4.5.2 

G. All drivers, volunteers, and officials must sign the track 

waiver and the SCCA waiver. Members who hold a current 

SCCA license may be credentialed for the hot areas. Members 

without a current SCCA license will not be given credentials 

for the hot areas. Weekend memberships can be purchased 

for a fee of $15.00. Registration hours are posted on the 

schedule. 

3. MEDICAL INFORMATION 

A. Due to federal privacy laws (HIPAA) SCCA cannot be 

in possession of private medical information. Such 

information may be critical if a participant requires 

medical treatment while unconscious. Drivers must 

therefore fill out a medical information helmet tag 

which is then folded and placed in a plastic stick-on 

holder which attaches to the driver’s helmet. Helmet 

tags and holders are available for $1.00 at Registration 

and Tech. 

B. Volunteers are encouraged to fill out and carry the 

medical tag and keep it with their credentials at all 

times during the event. 

4. TECH / IMPOUND 

A. Tech inspection hours are posted on the event’s 

schedule. 

B. There is no smoking or alcohol allowed in the 

Impound area. 

C. An event Tech sticker will be issued after a receipt 

has been presented, the vehicle logbook has been 

examined, approved for competition, signed, and the 

driver’s gear or helmet sticker has been checked. 

D. The order of inspection at the track will be: 

1. Minimal inspection, logbook and helmet 

sticker. 

2. Re-inspection, logbook notation. 

3. Annual inspection. 

4. Cars with no logbook, i.e. new cars or lost 

logbooks. 

E. Driving on or off the scales is prohibited. Motors must 

be turned off and competitors and/or crew must push 

cars on and off scales. 

F. Any car reported to have metal-to-metal contact may 

be required to report to impound.  

G. Fuel will be tested in accordance with the GCR. All 

competitors will be allowed two voluntary fuel tests. 

H. Compliance and/or safety inspections may be 

performed on the pre-grid. 

I. Annual inspections will only be performed by Tech 

personnel at the track or race headquarters if the 

competitor has made prior arrangements with the Chief 

of Tech. 

J. New logbooks will only be issued by Tech personnel at 

the track if the competitor has made prior 

arrangements with the Chief of Tech. 

 

5. PADDOCK 

A. Due to limited space at this facility drivers may be 

restricted to only one racecar and one support vehicle 

per entry. Paddock maps may be provided indicating 

space availability and event organizers may assign 

paddock spaces and issue parking passes whenever 

necessary. All trailers and support vehicles must be 

parked on the crushed asphalt surface between paved 

paddocks lanes and in a perpendicular orientation. All 

stationary awnings, trailers, cars and support vehicles 

must remain within the marked paddock space. Tie-

down stakes may not be driven into the paved surface 

of the paddock. Note:  Due to the Oval Racing Saturday 

night please compress your overnight space as much as 

you can to accommodate the Oval racers. 

B. Event organizers may exclude areas as off limits and 

designate them unavailable for any parking or paddock 

space. There will be no encroachment into designated 

Emergency Vehicle or Emergency Access areas. Access 

ways for general paddock traffic and Emergency 
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Vehicles must be kept clear at all times or vehicles will 

be towed. 

C. You must have a valid motor vehicle license to 

operate any 2, 3, or 4-wheeled motorized or non-

motorized vehicles in the paddock. Skateboards and 

roller skates are prohibited. 

D. The paddock speed limit is 10 M.P.H. 

E. All vehicles in the paddock are the responsibility of 

their respective entrants and drivers, and must be 

operated in a safe manner. 

F. Entrants are responsible for the conduct of their 

crew, guests, minors, and pets. All minors must be 

under direct adult supervision at all times.  All Pets must 

be leashed and under adult direct supervision at all 

times. 

6. TIMING & SCORING 

A. AMB TRANX260 System transponders are required 

for all cars in all classes for all races. 

B. Transponders may be available for rent at the rate of 

$50.00 per day or $75.00 for the event, along with a 

$300 credit card deposit. It is the driver’s responsibility 

to make sure their transponder is working properly. A 

vehicle without a working transponder may not be 

scored for the event. Any competitor needing a rental 

unit should alert the Chief Registrar at the time of entry 

submission to allow for the necessary arrangements.  

C. Personal timing beacons are not allowed within 20 

feet on either side of the T & S system, or across track 

from Start/Finish. 

7. SOUND CONTROL 

A. LOCATION: Sound control will be on the west side of 

the track along the back straight between turns 7 and 8. 

B. LIMIT: Sound will be monitored according to GCR 

5.7.3 guidelines(103dB). Sound readings will be posted 

at Hospitality. 

8. FLAGGING 

A. In a RED FLAG situation, drivers shall stop 

immediately at the nearest staffed corner station that 

can be reached safely and await further instructions. 

B. In a FULL COURSE YELLOW situation, each vehicle 

must slow (preferably less than 50 mph) and prepare to 

form up behind a pace vehicle. If a pace car is not used 

Start/Finish will designate the car number of the race 

leader with a ‘PACE’ signboard. All competitors shall 

then form up behind the leader. 

C. The BLACK FLAG station is Corner 3. 

9. RESULTS & TROPHIES 

A. Saturday Trophies will be presented at the Saturday 

night Dinner at the North Pavilion. Sunday trophies will 

be available as race results are posted FINAL at the base 

of the tower. Trophies not picked up will be considered 

forfeited unless prior arrangements have been made 

with the Race Chair. 

10. EVENT CHANGES 

A. The Organizers with the Chief Steward and Stewards 

of the Meet reserve the right to make changes with 

regard to the event as may be necessary and without 

prior notification.  GCR 5.12.1 

B. Every effort will be made to notify participants 

promptly of any change.

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2011 RIO GRANDE REGION VINTAGE 

SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS  

PURPOSE: To provide a venue for people with 

competition cars who, for various reasons, no longer 

wish to participate in full Regional or National 

competition events yet want to continue involvement in 

road racing. Preservation of these cars in a racing 

environment is viewed as important to the sport and to 

our club. 

These Supplementary Regulations lay out car 

preparation standards as well as driver conduct 

standards and are considered part of the Rio Grande 

Region Entry Form as required for including 

Vintage/Historic cars in SCCA programs per General 

Competition Rules (GCR) section 3.1.9. 

Vintage run groups are conducted according to the 

Event Supplementary Regulations, the Vintage 

Supplementary Regulations and the SCCA General 

Competition Rules. The only exceptions to compliance 

with the GCR and its provisions are contained in these 

Supplementary Regulations and relate to, (1) acceptable 

racing licenses for drivers and (2) car preparation 

allowances as allowed per GCR 3.1.9.C., referring to the 

Chief Steward setting the standards for car preparation. 

Section 7 in these Vintage Supplementary Regulations 

provides the specifics on car preparation. 

It is the general policy of Rio Grande Region to 

recognize cars originally manufactured 25 years ago 

and earlier in the Vintage Racing Group. 

 

2. DRIVER ELIGIBILITY: Drivers must be current SCCA 

members. Acceptable licenses for individuals 

participating in Rio Grande Region events are listed in 

GCR 3.1.9.B. The SCCA Road Racing Board defines 

requirements for an SCCA Vintage competition license. 

The following competition licenses are also accepted for 

participation in the Rio Grande Region Vintage run 

group: 

 

¶ Classic Sports Racing Group (CSRG)  

¶ Historic Sportscar Racing Group (HSR)  

¶ Society of Vintage Racing Enthusiasts (SOVREN) 

¶ Sportscar Vintage Racing Assoc. (SVRA)  

¶ Vintage Auto Racing Assoc. (VARA) 

¶ Vintage Motorsports Council (VMC)  

3. DRIVER CONDUCT: Vintage racing is NOT the same as 
competition for current cars. Although competitive in a 
sense, the primary purpose is NOT winning. Cut and 
thrust competition is available in regular Regional and 
National racing groups. 
Vintage drivers are expected to provide a safe and 
enjoyable environment for all participants and 
spectators. This requires recognizing that vintage grids 
include cars of many ages with great disparities in 
speed, cornering, and braking capabilities. Drivers, as 
well, tend to possess widely varied experience and 
ability. Accordingly, drivers are expected to exercise 
great care, prudence, and courtesy in traffic and in 
passing. The slowest car and driver has as much right to 
be on track as the fastest, and all drivers must conduct 
themselves accordingly and make room for each other. 
Drivers of slower cars are reminded to watch their 
mirrors and allow faster cars room to pass (both on the 
straights and in the corners). See Section 6.11 “Rules of 
the Road” in the GCR. 
 
4. CAR-TO-CAR CONTACT: Contact is absolutely 
contrary to the spirit of Vintage racing. Drivers judged at 
fault may be penalized with exclusion from the event 
with the possibility for referral to the Chief Steward 
with possibility of probation or suspension of driving 
privileges at the discretion of the event Chief Steward. 
The event Chief Steward may rely on advice from the 
Region’s Vintage Committee. 

5. CAR ELIGIBILITY FOR VINTAGE CLASSES: Generally, 
cars originally manufactured in 1985 or earlier that have 
been prepared to, restored to or preserved in 
vintage/historic racing condition as far as possible. 
Examples include 1985 or earlier cars with racing history 
and 1985 or earlier production cars restored to, 
prepared to, or converted for, racing to these Vintage 
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Supplementary Regulations and specifications. Safety 
improvements are encouraged (see car preparation 
requirements, Section 7). Continuation model years 
later than 1985 may also be accepted in vintage (e.g. a 
1986 Corvette is basically the same as the 1984 model)  
SCCA has reissued publications for earlier years to help 
in determining appropriate configurations. Special 
interest cars may be included at the discretion of the 
event Chief Steward with the advice of the Vintage 
Committee. Logbooks from vintage organizations listed 
in Section 2 will be accepted for Rio Grande Region 
vintage classes only. 
Cars accepted for vintage group participation may not 
qualify for regular SCCA regional or national run groups. 
Cars prepared and presented for Vintage Classes and 
not eligible for regular SCCA classes shall be issued a 
special Vintage Log Book (this may be a regular SCCA log 
book stamped or marked to indicate acceptance in only 
the Vintage Run Group). 
6. CAR CLASSES: 

¶ VP1 – Production cars up to 1900cc 

¶ VP2 – Production cars 1901cc up to 3200cc VP3 
– Production cars over 3200cc 

¶ VFSR – All Formula and Sports Racers (no 
displacement split) 

Production cars that are substantially faster than the 
majority of other cars in their class may be asked to 
move into the next class. The decision to move a car 
shall be at the discretion of the Event Chief Steward 
with advice from the Vintage Committee. 
7. CAR PREPARATION: All cars participating in the 
regional vintage group must, as a minimum, meet the 
roll bar and driver restraint requirements as described 
in the SCCA Vintage/Historic Competition Rulebook, 
publication #5684 dated March 2005. See Appendices Y, 
and Z with the following notes: Minimum roll bar 
requirements are presented on pages 27 through 31 of 
Appendix Z in that publication (roll cages, though 
strongly recommended are not required). Fuel cells are 
also strongly recommended for all cars. 
Minimum requirements for driver restraint systems are 
presented on pages 12 through 17 as described in the 
SCCA Vintage/Historic Competition Rulebook, 
publication #5684 dated March 2005 (five and six point 

restraints are specified). Driver restraint systems must 
be replaced according to the time set out in the current 
GCR. Driver window safety net or arm restraints are 
required in closed cars. Open cars require driver arm 
restraints. 
Page numbers listed from the Vintage GCR relate to the 
1972 GCR requirements. 
8. TIRES: Must be approximately the same size, width, 
and profile as those originally offered on the car (either 
on the standard or optional rim). All cars participating in 
the vintage production classes (VP1, VP2, VP3) shall use 
DOT molded tread tires. Formula and Sports Racing 
(VFSR) cars may use slicks. If there is a specified slick tire 
available for the Formula or Sports Racing cars that may 
run in other groups (e.g. Formula Ford or Club Ford) 
those cars should run the “spec” tire. A waiver for the 
use of slicks by any car may be granted with the 
approval of the event Chief Steward as advised by the  
Vintage Committee (a log book notation of the 
exception will be made). Avon, Goodyear and Dunlop 
vintage tires that have been re-grooved to a specific 
pattern, are allowable. Shaving of excess tread (as in the 
Improved TouringClasses) is permitted. 
Note the reasoning behind the treaded tire rule includes 
(but is not limited to): 
 1) Reduction of cornering loads on elderly suspensions; 
2) Equalization of cornering speeds to keep drivers from 
trying unsafe passes (reducing the opportunity for 
contact) and because we are running cars of greatly 
varying speeds in one group; and 3) Vintage is not 
intended as an all-out competition. 
 
 9. FUEL: Vintage classified cars participating in the 
Vintage Run Group shall meet fuel specifications as 
defined in GCR 9.3.26. This allows cars running in 
Vintage Classes to use unleaded pump gas if they so 
choose. Leaded racing fuel is also acceptable. Cars 
running in only Vintage Classes do not require a fuel 
port.  However, fuel used in any vintage class car may 
still be tested. 
 
10. OTHER ISSUES: Cars that are upgraded to current 
level racing specifications may not be considered in the 
spirit of the Vintage group and may therefore be 
excluded. Drivers who’s driving or other actions are 
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observed to not be in the spirit of the vintage group as 
determined by the Chief Steward, with advice from the 
Vintage Committee, may be excluded from the run 
group (see Section 3). Determination of car or driver 
eligibility or appropriateness for participation shall be at 
the sole discretion of the event Chief Steward with 
advice of the Vintage Committee. It is expected that 
individual situations will arise at various events (i.e. a 
second driver using a car that might otherwise be 
excluded) and final participation decisions will be 
determined by the Chief Steward with advice from the 
members of the Vintage Committee. 
 

11. POINTS: Rio Grande Region will not assign any 
points for finishes vintage competitions.   South West 
Motor Sports at their discretion may apply points to 
their race series. 
 
12. PENALTIES: Penalties will be in accordance with the 
current GCR. Any penalty points assessed will be  
forwarded to South West Motor Sports for their 
consideration 
 
13. AWARDS: 
Trophies for finishing positions will be awarded.
